Deeply cut dark green leaves turn brilliant orange/red in Autumn.

griseum (Paper bark Maple) Grown for cinnamon coloured flaking bark, this slow
growing tree is tolerant of shade, chalk soils and makes a wonderful specimen tree.

negundo Flamingo Brightly variegated leaves. Splended pink coloured new growth.
Attractive bark in Winter. Bush

orientalia Small deciduous tree. Lobed leaves golden orange, red flushed margins in
Spring. Maroon red in Autumn.

platanoides Crimson King Deep purple foliage.

platanoides Crimson Sentry DNarrow columnar form with red/purple leaves.

platanoides Drummondii Green and white variegation.

pseudoplatanus Brilliantissimum Slow growing mop headed tree has shrimp pink
new growth in Spring. Top Worked

pseudoaplanus Eskimo Sunset Young leaf growth pale bronze, turning pink/green/
cream splashes and stripes, with underside of leaf maturing to deep pink.
Makes small to medium size tree. Top Worked

rubrum (Red or Canadian Maple) Large growing maple with dark green leaves which
turn to glorious crimson and red in Autumn. Tiny red flowers.

davidii George Forest (Snake Bark Maple) Green and white striped bark.
Good green leaves and red leaf stalks. Good Autumn colour.

hersii (Snake Bark Maple) Small tree with rich marbled bark and good Autumn colour.

carnea Briotii Dark green leaves, dark red flowers in June- August. Fruit July-September.

Good Autumn colour. Grows well on chalk.

parviflora A medium to large suckering shrub or small tree with striking bronze
leaves in Spring and golden yellow foliage in Autumn.

Alnus (Alder)
cordata (/talian alder) Glossy leaf — almost semi-evergreen.
glutinosa Imperialis A graceful form with deeply cut leaves.

incana Aurea Yellow foliage and good yellow Winter bark.

Amelanchier (Mespilus)

canadensis/lamarkii A small tree or large easy shrub with good Autumn colours and
lots of small white flowers in Spring. Very hardy.

canadensis/lamarkii Multistem
Robin Hill Upright form, with pink flowers which fade to white in Spring.

rubescens An attractive plant making a small tree, differing from others by having
delightful pale pink buds and flowers in Spring.

Betula (Birch) Grown for their coloured bark and good Autumn leaves.
albo sinensis Septentrionalis Good coloured bark and matt leaves.
costata Creamy white and pinkish shaggy bark.
jaquemontii (Himalayan Birch) Probably the best white peeling bark.
jaquemontii Multistem

medwedewii Upright branches, large corregated leaves. Good Autumn butter
yellow colours.

pendula (Common Silver Birch) White stems tolerant of dry soil. Native.

pendula Dalecarlica (Swedish Birch) Graceful tree with drooping branches and fine
cut leaves.

pendula Fastigiata Upright and fast growing.
pendula Purpurea (Purple leaf Birch) Slow growing with deep purple leaves.
pendula Youngii Beautiful dome/mushroom shaped head of deeply weeping branches.

utilis Long Trunk A white stemmed birch with large glossy leaves and steeply
pendant branches. This compact tree is ideal for small gardens and patios.

Purple tinted seed pods in late Summer.

Corylus (Hazel)

avellana Aurea (Golden leaved Hazel) An upright tree-like shrub with soft yellow/
golden leaves and a splendid display of creamy catkins in late Winter or early
Spring. Bush

avellana Contorta (Corkskew Hazel) Heart shaped leaves and strongly twisted stems
Yellow catkins late Winter/early Spring.

collurna (Turkish Hazel) A conical tree with dark green leaves turning yellow in
Autumn. Bears yellow catkins late Winter. Produces edible nuts in Autumn.

Cotoneaster Semi-evergreen berrying trees
Exburiensis Arching/spreading habit with white flowers and yellow berries.

Rothschildianus Similar to Exburiensis but with creamy yellow/orange fruits.

Crataegus (Thorn)

lavallei x carrieri A small dense tree with long bright shiny leaves which are reluctant
to fall, bearing orange red fruits which usually hang on throughout the Winter.

orientalis A small round headed tree with deeply cut silvery grey leaves.
oxycantha Alba Plena Hybrid double white, neat tree.

oxycantha Autumn Glory Large leaves turning red-purple in Autumn. White flowers
in May/June, followed by clusters of red berries in Autumn/early Winter.

oxycantha Crimson Cloud Glorious full deep pink flowers with white centres.
oxycantha Pauls Scarlet Deep red flowers.

oxycantha Rosea Flora Plena Rosy pink flowers.

pinnatifida (Chinese Hawthorn) A small tree which produces bright red fruit.

prunifolia Very long thorns, deep green shiny ‘clean’ leaves, orange red fruits and
good Autumn colour.

wattiana Small tree often thornless. Large leaves. Unusual translucent fruit

battandieri Silvery drooping foliage producing pineapple scented big yellow flowers
in Summer.

battandieri Bush

Davidia (Paper Hankerchief Tree)

involucrata Heart shaped felt undersides to leaves. Slow growing conical habit.

Fagus (Beech) Generally very large growing handsome trees living to a great age

sylvatica (Common or European Beech) Wavy margined leaves, pale, turning glossy
dark green then yellow to orange/brown in Autumn.

sylvatica Pendula (Weeping Beech) An elegant weeping tree with wavy margined
leaves, turning glossy dark green, then yellow to orange brown in Autumn.

sylvatica Purple Fountain Deep purple leaves on a small weeping tree which
generally keeps a leading shoot.

sylvatica Purpurea Purple leaves.

Ginkgo (Maidenhair Tree)
biloba Fan shaped bright green leaves turning gold in Autumn.
biloba Top Worked
biloba Autumn Gold Intense Autumn colour.
biloba Mariken Leathery fan shaped leaves, turn golden yellow in Autumn. Top Worked

biloba Princeton Sentry Casts light shade due to narrow crown. Dense columnar
form. Vivid yellow Autumn colour.

tricanthos Ruby Lace Small tree with dainty fern like ruby red leaves.

tricanthos Sunburst Thornless splendid bright golden fern like foliage makes a small
tree ideal when space is limited.

Juglans (Walnut)

Broadview This variety makes a relatively small and compact tree. Fruits from a very
early age (approx 3 years). Slightly frost resistant at flowering time.

regia (Common Walnut) Slower growing with aromatic leaves and edible nuts.

watereri Vossii Spectacular form with very long yellow flowers in Spring.

adamii A most remarkable rare small tree. A hybrid of Laburnum and Cytisus bearing
both colours from each parent. Purple and yellow on separated branches and
coppery pink flowers.

Larix (Larch)
decidua (europaeus) Soft pale green needle-like leaves. Cones in Spring.

kaempferi Stiff Weeping Soft sea green needles in Spring/Summer turning gold on
bronze before they fall in Autumn. The branches all have a stiff downward habit.

styraciflua (Sweet Gum) Conical shape tree, young leaves tinged red. Orange, red
and purple foliage in Autumn.

styraciflua Acalycina Young leaves bronze/red good persistant red Autumn colour.

styraciflua Aurea This variety has leaves of mottled yellow with stripes. An unusual
tree giving a splash of colour.

styraciflua Golden Sun Golden yellow branches form compact pyramidal shape.
Lobed mid green leaves turning to orange/yellow in Autumn.

styraciflua Gum Ball Grows in ball shaped habit. Yellow red and purple Autumn
foliage.
styraciflua Lane Roberts Shiny maple like green leaves. Rich black/red Autumn colour.

styraciflua Silver King Variegated green and creamy white leaves flushed with rose
red in Autumn.

styraciflua Worplesdon Long narrow bright green leaves turn orange and yellow in
Autumn.

Lirodendron (Tulip Tree)

chinense (Chinese Tulip Tree) Saddle shaped dark green leaves turning yellow in
Autumn. Cup shaped green flowers with yellow veins in July/August.

tulipifera A magnificent large tree, starting conical but broadening with age.
Unusual tulip shaped leaves and waxy looking yellow green and orange banded
flowers are upright in July but the tree is semi mature before producing these
unusual blooms. Tolerates some shade.

tulipifera Aureomarginatum As above but leaves have bright yellow border.

tulipifera Fatigiatum As tulipifera but more upright growing form.

Malus (Crab Apple)

Admiration An upright dwarf tree with masses of waxy white flowers in Spring
followed by an abundance of small red/bronze fruits which persist into Winter.

Everest Small tree with small white flowers but noted for its persistent orange red
fruits in Autumn.

Floribunda Crimson buds open to blush pink flowers in Spring followed by small red/
yellow fruits — rather prone to scab in wet Springs.

Golden Hornet Upright small tree producing masses of yellow crab apples in Autumn
which are suitable for making jelly. A very good pollinator for apple trees.

Gorgeous Purple white blossom followed by persistent large glossy red fruits in
Autumn.

hupehensis A vase shaped upright tree with scented white flowers followed by hard
red fruits which often linger into Winter.

John Downie Vigorous small tree with white flowers but mostly grown for its large
red/orange fruits in Autumn which are suitable for making jelly.

Liset A delightful dense small tree with delicate purple foliage when young, crimson
flowers are followed by small blood red fruits resistant to scab.

Profusion Interesting purplish lobed leaves are followed by crimson flowers in
Spring. Small dark fruits are insignificant.

Red Sentinel An excellent green leaved Malus with white scented flowers and large
bunches of deep red fruits in Autumn which normally remain until Christmas.

Royal Beauty Small to medium weeping tree with copper red leaves in the Spring
and deep pink flowers followed by deep purple small fruits.

Royalty This is a small round shaped tree with is grown for its intensely rich dark
purple foliage which largely hides its small purple flowers and small dark red
fruits.

Rudolph An introduction from Canada which has huge flowers which are single
pink. Small persistant fruits.

Sun Rival An irregular weeping tree with white flowers and bright red fruits.
Completely disease free.

transitoria A small slender tree with delicate small leaves good yellow fruits and
excellent Autumn colour.

tschonoskii (Bonfire) Grown for its conical neat shape and glorious Autumn leaf colours.

Van Eseltine Striking rose/scarlet semi double scented flowers followed by clean
green shiny leaves on this neat upright tree which also has small yellow fruits.

White Star A strong growing disease resistant medium size tree with star shaped
white flowers followed by large yellow crab apples which hang on into Winter.

Metasequoia (Redwood)

glyptostroboides Large deciduous conical tree with cinnamon flaky bark and green
leaves which turn bronze in Autumn.

alba Laciniata Attractive deeply divided narrow leaves.

nigra (Black Mulberry) Dome shaped tree with green lobed leaves and edible fruits
June/July.

nigra Wellington A very productive tree with medium size fruit, reddish black in
colour with soft flesh of good flavour.

sylvatica Conical to columnar tree. Glossy, dark green leaves turning vivid shades of
orange, red and yellow in Autumn.

Parrotia (Persian Ironwood)

persica A large shrub or small spreading tree with flaking bark. Leaves are rich
crimson and gold in Autumn. Tiny spider-like flowers in February/March.

Paulownia (Foxglove Tree)

fortunei Fast Blue Fast growing upright form. Large heart shaped leaves and clusters
of deep blue fragrant flowers mid Spring.

Pinus

sylvestris Aurea (Golden Pine) Slower growing pine tree which remains bushy with
bright golden foliage all year round.

Platanus

orientalis Digitata This has very attractive flaking bark and deeply five lobed leaves.
Large tree with rounded growing habit.

Populus

tremula Erecta A striking tree with green leaves turning a lovely yellow in Autumn.
Leaves tremble at the slightest breeze.

Prunus (Ornamental Flowering Cherries)

Amanagowa (Flagpole Cherry) Very upright with scented pale pink flowers mid
season, good Autumn colour.

Blushing Bride (Oku-Miyako) Gently spreading tree with masses of semi double
flowers which hang beneath green leaves in bunches. Spectacular.

Kanzan Reliable abundant deep pink flowers on this upright spreading tree.

Kiku-shidare Sakura (Cheals Weeping) Large double deep pink flowers on weeping
branches.

mume Beni-Shidare (Japanese Apricot) Large scented orange/pink flowers in mild
periods of Winter on naked branches. Bush

March/April. Small mid green slightly glossy foliage. Orange/yellow Autumn
colour.

Okame A small tree with early carmine pink flowers usually in March. Good Autumn
colour.

Pandora Upright small tree with masses of pale pink flowers in March/April.
Excellent Autumn colour.

Pink Perfection Bright rosy pink flowers in bud opening to double pink borne in
clusters.

pissardii Nigra cerasifera (Purple Plum) Deep purple foliage and branches set off
deep pink flowers in early Spring.

Royal Burgundy A handsome small vase shaped tree with rich red leaves and deep
rose pink flowers.

serrula Dorothy Clive Shiny mahogany coloured peeling bark. Clusters of single
white flowers Narrow willow-like leaves. Small but vigorous tree.

serrula Tibetica (Birch Bark Cherry) Grown for its rich mahongany coloured bark.
Shirofugen Graceful spreading tree with very late pink flowers after all others.

Snow Goose A narrow upright tree with small white flowers and great yellow
Autumn colours.

subhitella Autumnalis (Autumn Cherry) Dainty white flowers are produced
repeatedly on naked branches during mild periods of the Winter after good
Autumn colour.

subhitella Autumnalis Rosea Pale pink form of above. Flowers mostly in Spring.

Tai-Haku (Great White Cherry) Magnificent tree with new foliage bronze coloured
and huge white flowers.

Ukon Sulphur-yellow flowers in mid/late Spring. Striking and unusual.

virginiana Schubert Upright variety with green leaves which gradually turn purple.
White flowers.

yedoensis (Yoshino) Single almond scented flowers are abundant in Spring on this
lovely spreading tree.

yedoensis Pendula (Weeping Yoshino) Deeply pendant branches are covered in
almond scented white flowers in Spring. Lemon Autumn tints.

Prunus (Peach)
persica Peregrine Crimson fruit with firm juicy flesh. Ripens early August. Self Fertile.

trifoliata Aurea Scented bright yellow leaves turning green-yellow in Autumn.
Clusters of star shaped greenish white flowers June-August. Pale green fruits
September.

Pyrus (Ornamental Pear)

Chanticleer Narrow/pyramidal habit, good clean shiny leaves turn claret coloured in
late Autumn, white flowers in Spring.

communis Beech Hill A narrow upright tree with brilliant orange Autumn leaf colour.

nivalis A small silver leafed tree with slightly crinkly leaves and stout upright
branches. Produces small sweet edible fruit from small white flowers.

salicifolia Pendula Grey leaf weeping pear. Small tangled tree with silver white
young branches in winter and thin silver grey leaves in Summer.

salicifolia Pendula Top Worked

Quercus (Oak)

coccinea (Scarlet Oak) Green leaves until Autumn when they turn deep scarlet
branch by branch.

coccinea Splendens (Scarlet Oak) Rounded tree with pale grey-brown bark. Glossy
dark leaves turning dark red in Autumn. Produces acorns.

frainetto (Hungarian Oak) Big spreading Oak with very large leaves and drooping
branches.

hispanica A magnificent tree and sometime nearly evergreen. Bark is thick and
fissured. Lime tolerant

ilex (Holm/Evergreen Oak) Large evergreen, magnificent.

phellos (Willow Oak) A large tree with slender branches and narrow willow-like
leaves which are glossy green turning orange and yellow in Autumn. An attractive
species, broadheaded when young.

rhysophylla maya This evergreen Oak has leathery glossy green leaves. The young
leaves are a striking reddish brown.

robur (English Oak) Spreading form. Fissured grey brown bark, dark green leaves.
Produces acorns.

robur Fastigiata Narrow form with upright branches. Fissured grey-brown bark, dark
green leaves. Produces acorns.

rubra (Red Oak) Large fast growing with big leaves. Glorious Autumn leaf colour.

turneri pseudoturneri (Turner's Oak) Semi-evergreen, small to medium sized tree
with dark green leaves.

warei Regal Prince This is an unusual hybrid with a strong upright habit and dark
green leaves which turn bronze and yellow before falling in Autumn. Leaves are
resistant to powdery mildew.

aucuparia Apricot Queen A small tree bearing heads of cream coloured flowers in pg
Spring, followed by apricot coloured berries in early Winter. Green foliage turning
to gold and orange in Autumn.

aucuparia Asplenifolia Upright habit. Attractive fern like cut leaves. pg

aucuparia Chinese Lace Very deeply cut leaved variety, slow growing and shorter pg
than most cultivars. Dark purple/red Autumn leaf colour.

aucuparia Commixta Small upright tree. Fruits orange/red. Good Autumn colour. pg

aucuparia Eastern Promise Fern like leaves followed by deep rose pink fruits and pg

excellent Autumn colour.
